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Anotacia

Moderné technolégie mdzu zlepsit’ ucebné plany, techniky a metédy. Odkedy boli moderné
technoldgie predstavené aj vo vyucbe, pristup Studentov k uceniu cudzich jazykov sa zmenil.
Ucitelia si moZu vybrat’ z roznych typov technickych pomdcok dostupnych na ich Skol4ch.
ZacClenenie informac¢nych a komunikacnych technolégii do vyucovania zlepSuje vychovno-
vzdeldvaci proces. VyuZzivanie modernych technolégii vo vyuCovani cudzich jazykov ma
vyhody aj nevyhody. Tradi¢né metédy vyucCovania si vylepSené a rozvinuté modernymi
technolégiami, kde ucitel’ plni nenahraditel'nt ilohu vychovavatela, spolo¢nika a priatela.
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Uvod

Vyucovanie cudzich jazykov vyZaduje dobre zorganizovanui a prepracovanui pripravu
zruénych a skdsenych ucitelov, efektivnu metédu a v neposlednom rade aj spravnu techniku.
Je mnoho d’alSich faktorov, ktoré mo6zu ovplyvnit’ ucitelovo predndSanie a ndsledné chipanie
Ziakov. Na to, aby bola vyucovacia hodina efektivna, je potrebné navodit’ spravnu atmosféru,
ktord vzdjomnou kooperaciou vytvaraju Ziaci aj ucitelia.

Dnesnd moderné spolo¢nost, ktord sa stdle rozvija a napreduje, ndm ponika vel'ké moznosti
skvalitnenia vyucovania nielen cudzich jazykov. Mnohé nové techniky a technolégie dokazu
zaujat’ Ziakov do takej miery, e maji sami zdujem o cudzie jazyky. Castym problémom vo
vyuovani v ZS a SS je motivicia. Ugitelia maji mnohokrit problém zaujat' a motivovat
dnesnd mladez. Staré a vSedné metddy ich nevedia zaujat’ natol’ko, aby to prinieslo spravny
efekt. Preto je pre ucitel'ov naozaj nevyhnutné vzdeldvat’ a zdokonal'ovat’ sa vo vyucbe svojho
vyucovacieho predmetu.

Veda a technoldgia nam stdle prindSaju vel'a technickych inovécii. Integracia technolégie do
vzdeldvania je v dneSnej dobe povaZovand za najdolezitejSi krok krozvoju vychovno-
vzdeldvacieho procesu. Mnohi ludia sa ucia cudzie jazyky prdve pomocou modernej
technoldgie. Urcité vyucovacie metddy vyuZivaji technické pomodcky iba ako doplnok
vyucovacej hodiny. Je mnoho §tudii, ktoré poukazali na nevyhnutnost’ modernej technologie
vo vyucovacom procese. Odporcovia tohto ndzoru vSak vyuZivaji jeden vel'mi zdvaZny
argument a to, Ze nie kazdé $kola je dostatocne technicky vybavend na to, aby spiiala tieto
poziadavky. Avsak velakrdt je problémom nevedomost’, neschopnost aZ nechut’ uclitel'ov
prispdsobit’ sa novym metdédam vyucovania cudzich jazykov. Dnes je takmer nemozné ndjst’
ZS & SS bez internetového pripojenia.

Internet je povaZovany za samozrejmost a nevyhnutnost’ skoro v kazdej inStitdcii. Ponika
neobmedzené moznosti aspon ¢iastocného zdokonalenia edukacného procesu. Mnohé cudzie
krajiny vyuZivaju tzv. e-learning, ¢o je vyuZzivanie informacnych technolégii vo vzdelavacom
procese. Nase skoly su zvyCajne vybavené zdkladnymi technickymi prostriedkami, pomocou
ktorych musia zefektivnit' vyucbu. Casto je to velmi problematické a7 nemozné. Pristup k
internetu, huzevnatost’, chut’ pedagogickych pracovnikov a ustretovost’ vedenia vSak dokazu
do znacnej miery zdokonalit’ vel’ku ¢ast’ toho, ¢o bolo dlho zanedbavané. Vyucovanie cudzich
jazykov musi zdroven spifiat’ normy Spoloéného eurépskeho referenéného ramca pre jazyky

(http://www?2.statpedu.sk/buxus/docs/predmety/serrprejaz.pdf).

V tejto praci sa zaoberame implementovanim modernych technoldgii do vyucovacieho
procesu, ktoré sui viac-menej dostupné na kazdej Skole. Predpokladd sa, Ze moderné
technolégie mdzu zlepsit podmienky pre vyuCovanie a ucenie sa cudzich jazykov. Musime
vSak podotknit, Ze moderné technolégie nemdzu Uplne nahradit zdkladné elementy
eduka¢ného procesu. Jednym z nich je aj pedagdg, ktory je dostatone vzdelany a zru¢ny vo
svojom odbore. Je ochotny sa aj nad’alej vzdeldvat, prispdsobovat’ sa novym trendom
a nasledne prispievat’ k rozvoju vyucovacich metdd a technik.



1. MODERNE TECHNOLOGIE

V dne$nej modernej spolo¢nosti sme svedkami vel'kych zmien, a preto sme ntiteni prisposobit’
sa vacsine z nich. Neakceptovanie tychto zmien spdsobuje stagnéciu az upadok toho, o co sa
vietci snazime. Zijeme vo svete informdcii. Informa¢no-komunikaéné technolégie (IKT)
predstavuji neodmyslitelnd stdast’ kazdého ¢loveka a spolo¢nosti, v ktorej Zije. Uroveit
oblasti vyuZivania IKT sa zvySuje. Ziaci si zvyknuti vyuZivat’ moderné technoldgie na ich
osobné ucely, ktoré st Casto starSou generdciou chapané ako nepodstatné, ba az zbyto¢né.
Mnohi z nich sa k tomu stavaji odmerane a s nepochopenim, ¢o im znemoZiuje prisposobit’
sa novym zmendm a zdroven pribliZzit sa k mladSej generdcii. V prvom rade, je nutné
uvedomit’ si, Ze moderné technoldgie su tu pre nds a nemali by sme vzt'ah ,,Clovek — internet™
chdpat’ ako otroctvo z nasej strany, ale ako moznost’ vlastného osobnostného rozvoja.

1.1 Informacno-komunikacne technolégie vo vzdelavani

Spoloc¢nost’ kladie na I'udi vysoké poziadavky tykajice sa schopnosti vyuzivania IKT. Znacné
mnozstvo ludi si uvedomuje ich ddlezitost’, ale aj tak sa medzi nami stdle ndjdu l'udia
s malymi alebo skoro Ziadnymi skuisenostami v tejto oblasti. Potreba technickych zru¢nosti
a skisenosti je jednou z hlavnych podmienok pre dspeSny vstup na trh prace.

Vitejto praci preto chceme zdoraznit' doleZitost' integracie novych technolégii do
vyucovacieho procesu. Vsetky sféry vzdeldvania vyuzivaji moderné technoldgie, aby
zjednodusili vyucovanie tak, ako aj ucenie sa. Technoldgia je vyuZivand Studentmi a ucite'mi
nielen pre ziskavanie novych informécii, ale neraz je aj zdrojom komunikécie. Vyucovaci
proces by mala byt zaujimavd, dobre premyslend a zorganizovand aktivita. Mladd generacia
je dostato¢ne technicky zrucnd, atito zru¢nost im pomdha v uceni a ziskavani novych
informdcii. VSetko prechddza svojim rozvojom a je vhodné si uvedomit’, Ze dnesni Studenti si
priam vyZaduju spdjanie technoldgii s vyucovanim, a tym aj vacSiu motivaciu. Tak ako kazdy
Ziak ma4 iny S$tyl ucenia sa, tak ma aj kazdy ucitel’ iny Styl prednédsania uciva. Ucenie cudzich
jazykov je vSak predovsetkym vzdjomnd spolupraca medzi vyucujicim a zZiakom, ktord mdze
byt vhodne doplnend novymi metédami a technikami ucenia.

Podl'a Riedla (2003, str. 8) je mladd generdcia schopnd prijat’ rychly rozvoj informacnych
technologii. Ziskavanie novych informdcii a poznatkov zo zdrojov, ktoré vyuZzivali eSte ich
rodi¢ia, byva casto doévodom zniZenia ich motivicie do ucenia. Ich pasivna tucast na
vyudovacom procese si vyZaduje zmenu v systéme. Ulohou kazdého vyudujiceho je k tomu
prispiet’ svojimi skisenostami, poznatkami a hlavne vel’kou chutou do objavovania novych
veci.

1.2 Spojenie IKT s vyuc¢ovanim cudzich jazykov

Skolské udebnice sd ¢asto plné absurdnych textov, nudnych cvieni a odposluchov. Studenti
st znudeni tradicnym vysvetlovanim novych gramatickych tvarov. VyuZivanie internetu,
médii, roznych projektov a prezenticii vo vyuCovacom procese moOzZze mat zaujimavy
a vyznamny prinos. Tak, ako sa rozvijaju technoldgie, tak by sa mali rozvijat’ aj nové
techniky a metédy vyucovania cudzich jazykov, ktoré im otvéaraji a ponikaji mnohé



moznosti ich rozvoja. Sikovny vyucujuci dokdze ziakom priblizit’ cudzie krajiny a ich kultdru
s poteSenim a zaujmom.

Metddy a techniky vyucovania cudzich jazykov sa stdle rozvijaji a zefektiviiuji, Co robi
vyucovanie nad¢asovym procesom (Frank, J., 2011 — 2012, str. 11) Kazdy vyucujici musi
zvladnut’ nielen spravne vysvetlit nové ucivo, ale aj zaujat’” pozornost’ Ziakov. Internet je
zdrojom nekonecnych informécii a pontka ndm rdzne internetové stranky, ktoré ndm v tom
modzu pomoct. Oxford University Press (www.oup.com/elt/sk) ponika on-line testy, slovniky,
pripravu na maturitnd skusku, ilustrované knihy s prisluSnymi CD pre deti a mladez, piesne
a vided, pribehy a zdbavné cvicenia. Cambridge University Press (www.cambridge.org/elt/cz)
predstavuje rozne knizné tituly pre Ziakov a ucitel'ov, ale aj on-line slovniky, testy a cvicenia.
Mnohé internetové stranky oznacené logom ,,CEFR* (Spolo¢ny Eurdpsky Referenény ramec
pre jazyky) mozu slizit’ ako skvely pomocnik vo vyucbe anglického jazyka. .

2. POROVNANIE DVOCH SPOSOBOV VYUCOVANIA
ANGLICKEHO JAZYKA

Cudzie jazyky sa moZeme ucit réznymi spdsobmi, technikami a metédami. LCudia maji
moZznost’ zapisat' sa na jazykové kurzy, ktoré ponikajui rézne metddy a techniky ucenia sa
anglického jazyka. Existuje mnozstvo Stadii tykajicich sa analyzovania novych metdd a nie
vietky spiiaji poziadavky CEFR. Tento rdémec je zdrojom zikladnych poZiadaviek na ucenie
sa a vyucovanie cudzich jazykov. (Spolo¢ny Eurépsky Referencny Ramec pre jazyky, 2006,
str.5) Hlavnym ciel'om kazdej met6dy by malo byt ucit’ sa cudzi jazyk podobnym sposobom
ako sa u¢ime ten niS materinsky jazyk. Rozpravat v danom jazyku sa uc¢ime pomocou
komunikdcie, ¢o patri medzi hlavnu techniku u€enia cudzich jazykov.

V tejto kapitole predstavime analyzu vyucovacich hodin vyuZitim dvoch met6d. Prvou z nich
je metdda vyuZivania internetu na vyucovani, ktord ponika prilozené internetové stranky
a podrobne rozpracovani vyucovaciu hodinu. Druhou metédou je tradiénd metdda
vyucovania predstavujica iny sposob edukdcie. Nemdzeme vSak zabudat’ na jej vyznamny
prisun do vyucovacieho procesu.

2.1  Opis vyucovacich hodin anglického jazyka pomocou modernych metéd

Druha kapitola pontka detailny opis redlnych hodin anglického jazyka, ktoré boli spracované
podl'a Freemana (Larsen-Freeman, D., 1986). Tento vychovno-vzdeldvaci proces a uskutocnil
na Sukromnej odbornej Skole Pod kalvéariou 36 v PreSove. Nasledujiice charakteristiky
vyucovacich hodin slizia na lepSie pochopenie vyznamu vyuzivania novych trendov
v eduka¢nom procese.

2.1.1 Vyudovacia hodina I.

Vyucovacia hodina bola prezentovand v jednej skupine Ziakov triedy 1. NA. Je to
nadstavbovy ro¢nik Studijného odboru - spolo¢né stravovanie. Pocet ziiCastnenych Ziakov bol
11. Ich vek je vrozpiti od 18 do 20 rokov. Ziaci ovlddaji anglicky jazyk na stredne
pokrocilej urovni (intermediate level - B1) Podl'a Spolo¢ného eurépskeho referenéného rdmca
pre jazyky (str. 26) by mali byt’ v tejto skupine Ziaci, ktori st povazovani za ,,samostatného
pouzivatel'a® anglického jazyka. Mali by zrozumitelne chapat” podstatné body v spisovnej
komunikacii, reagovat’ na podnety, zorientovat’ sa v danej situdcii a spontdnne opisat svoje
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pocity, skisenosti a plany. Je dolezité podotknit, Ze nie vSetci Ziaci dosahujd takito droven.
Snad’ mnohi ucitelia cudzich jazykov budi sihlasit’ s ndzorom, Ze je vel'mi tazké ndjst’ triedu,
v ktorej by sa nachddzali Ziaci na rovnakej trovni jazykovej spdsobilosti. Na uspesné
zvladnutie tejto hodiny je vhodnd tzv. dvojhodinovka, ¢ize 90 min., kedZe sledovanie
kratkeho filmu je sprevddzané r6znymi aktivitami, ktoré s nim suvisia. Ak ucitel nema
k dispozicii dve vyuCovacie hodiny za sebou, rozdeli aktivity tak, aby snimi mohli
pokracovat’ na najblizsej hodine.

Ciel’ hodiny: zvladnut’ a pochopit’ cvi€enia stvisiace so sledovanim kratkeho videa

Ponidka mnoho ndpadov nielen pre Ziakov, ale aj pre samotnych ucitelov ako efektivne
zlepsit’ svoje jazykové schopnosti. Obsahuje rozne hry, kvizy, vided a iné ucebné materidly,
ktoré si voI'ne dostupné a je moZné ich vyuZivat’ aj na vyucovacej hodine.

Téato vyuCovacia hodina vyuZiva videozdznam nato¢eny Danielom Emmersonom a trva
takmer 18minuit.

Nasledne im rozdd pracovné materidly, ktoré obsahuji
niekol’ko cviceni suvisiacich s kratkym videom (http://www.englishclub.com/esl-videos/tales-
from-america/). Ziaci maju zistit, ¢i st vety v prvom cvideni pravdivé alebo nepravdivé. Ich
vSeobecné znalosti im mo6Zu napomoct’ v spravnom urceni. Po ndslednom prediskutovani
s vyucujlicou a ostatnymi Ziakmi mdéZu prejst’ k d’alSej aktivite.

Ulohou ugitelky je priblizit’ Ziakom pozadie tohto zdznamu. Sta¢i, ak im ozndmi, Ze video je
o Styroch cudzincoch aich skiisenostiach s u¢enim sa anglického jazyka priamo v Amerike.
Druhé cvidenie je uZ priamo zamerané na hlavné postavy tohto pribehu. Ulohou Ziakov je
zistit' niekol’ko informdcii tykajicich sa danych predstavitelov (ndrodnost, pri€inu ich
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pobytu v cudzej krajine) a doplnit’ do tabulky. VSetky fakty Ziaci zistia pocas sledovania
prvej casti videa bez tituliek (je mozZné sledovat’ video aj s titulkami, ale nie pri tomto
cvideni). Ziaci ich zvyéajne zapisu do volnych poli¢ok bez akychkolvek problémov. Za
pomoci ucitel’ky si Ziaci porovnaji spravne odpovede. Tretie cviCenie je mozné zadat’ ako
pracu v dvojiciach. Ulohou Ziakov je preéitat’ si $tyri otdzky, na ktoré budi dani respondenti
vo videu odpovedaf. Ziaci ich prediskutuji v dvojiciach asnaZia sa uhddnut moZné
odpovede. Po sledovani zvysSnej Casti videa su Ziaci schopni porovnat’ si ich odpovede
s odpoved’ami 'udi z videozdznamu.

Stvrté cvienie je rozdelené do Styroch ¢asti. KaZdd znich rozoberd jednu otizku
z predchadzajiceho cvicenia. Vyuziva sa tam uloha s vyberom odpovede, dopliovanie,
zistovanie spravnosti viet a zorad’ovanie viet do spravneho poradia. Ziaci robia celé cvienie
pocas druhého (opakovaného) sledovania videa. Po uplynuti kratkeho filmu maji eSte mindtu
na dokoncenie uloh. UCcitel'ka aZiaci spolocne kontroluji spravnost ich odpovedi.
Nepochopenie alebo chyby, ktoré sa vyskytli, si prediskutované a vysvetlené samotnou
vyucujicou alebo niektorymi Ziakmi. ESte pred kratkou pauzou ucitel’ka Ziakov obozndmi
s aktivitami na d’alSej hodine, a tak maju Ziaci prestavku.Ked’ su Ziaci spat’ v triede, ucitel'ka
ich opdt’ obozndmi s nasledujicimi aktivitami, ktoré budd robit' pocas tejto vyucovacej
hodiny.

Ucebny materidl (worksheet), ktory pouZzivali na predchadzajicej hodine obsahuje eSte aj
piate a Sieste cviCenie. V piatom cviceni je 10 otdzok tykajicich sa u€enia anglického jazyka
v anglicky hovoriacej krajine. Ulohou ugitelky je monitorovat" Ziakov, ako si v paroch
navzdjom kladd a odpovedaji na tieto otazky. Ak sa vyskytnud Ziaci, ktori zmenia tému ich
rozhovoru, za¢nd komunikovat’ v ich materinskom jazyku alebo prestanti komunikovat’ dplne,
je nutné ich okamzite upozornit’ a pripomenut’ im ich dlohu. Po 10 minttach ucitel’ka poloZzi
aspon jednu otdzku kazdému Ziakovi. Monitorovanie celej skupiny jej napomohlo zistit’, ktoré
otdzky robili ktorému Ziakovi najvicsi problém. Az ked’ sa ucitel’ka uisti, Ze Ziaci pochopili
celd dlohu spriavne, pyta sa na ich pocity a dojmy z kritkeho filmu, ktory sledovali na
predchadzajicej hodine.

V poslednom cviceni, maji Ziaci za tulohu pracovat opdt vo dvojiciach. Toto cvicenie
obsahuje 5 otdzok, ktoré si maji navzdjom polozit. Vytvaraji svoj kratky pohovor, ktory je
v znaCnej miere podobny tym, ktoré mali moZnost’ vidiet vo videozdzname. Je velmi
dolezité, aby si ziaci svoje tlohy vymenili. Ucitel’ka ich pozoruje a ddva pozor, aby nezmenili
tému rozhovoru, nerozpravali sa v materinskom jazyku alebo sa venovali inym ¢innostiam.
Aspon jedna dvojica ziakov by mala mat’ moznost’ prezentovat’ svoj rozhovor pred celou
triedou. Ucitel’ka by nemaal zabudniit’ na sprdvne a vhodné ohodnotenie Ziakov. Vyucovacia
hodina sa bliZi ku koncu a dlohou vyucujicej je par otdzkami zistit’ ¢i Ziaci pochopili nutnost’
ucenia sa cudzich jazykov.

As you can see, ‘facebook’ is a pretty versatile word, and you could say the same about

twisting of the English language!

And while you’re ‘facebooking’ or ‘myspacing’ you may also find yourself ‘commenting’
(writing a comment on someone’s Facebook or MySpace page), as in this example: ‘I
commented Dawn that she should come to the pub on Saturday and she commented me
that she couldn’t because she was going away for the weekend’. Anyway, I must get on. I
haven’t facebooked yet today and there’s sure to be a lot to catch up on!

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It’s that time of the year when couples show their love for each other by sending cards, flowers

and chocolates. But Valentine’s Day is not only about public displays of affection: in recent
years it has also become big business. In the UK alone, more than £20 million is spent on flowers,
whilst in the United States over $1 billion is forked out on chocolates.

Although Valentine’s Day has become a global industry with more than 80 million roses sold
worldwide, the origins of the day are unclear and hidden in the mists of time. Nobody knows
exactly who St Valentine was, although some historians suggest he was a Roman martyred in the
third century AD by a Roman Emperor. It is said that the first recorded Valentine’s card was sent
by the imprisoned Duke of Orleans in 1415. It is believed that he sought solace from his
confinement by writing love poems to his wife.

Valentine’s Day, or its equivalent, is now celebrated in many countries around the world.
However, the traditions often differ from place to place. In Japan, for example, it is customary for
the woman to send chocolates to the man, whilst in Korea April 14th is known as ‘Black Day’ and

is when the unfortunate men who received nothing on Valentine’s Day gather to eat noodles and

commiserate with each other.

Technological developments have also played their part in keeping Valentine’s Day relevant in

the 21st century. Valentine’s e-cards have been all the rage in recent years. However, internet

security experts urge web users to be wary as malicious hackers could use e-cards to spread

viruses and spyware.

Valentine’s cards can also be used for less than romantic purposes. Police in the UK city of

Liverpool sent Valentine’s cards to criminals who failed to appear in court or have not paid fines.

The cards contained the verse, “Roses are red, violets are blue, you’ve got a warrant, and we’d

love to see you.” Who says romance is dead?
